Christians Live Godôs Love with Joy, Astonishment 
No Christian can exist without joy: even through lifeôs difficulties, the Christian 
knows he can trust in Jesus and find hope. We should not allow riches to dominate 
our lives because they ultimately lead to sadness. Christians live in joy and amaze-
ment because of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. Even if we are plagued by trials, 
we can never lose the joy of knowing that God ñregenerated us in Christ and gave 
us hope." The identity card of the Christian is the joy of the Gospel. We can go to-
wards that ñhopeò which "the early Christians depicted as an anchor in heaven." We 
too, can ñtake the rope and go up there," to "that hope" that brings joy: The Chris-
tian grows in joy through trusting in God. God always remembers his covenant. The 
Christian knows that God remembers him, that God loves him, that God accompa-
nies him, that God is waiting for him. And this is joy. 
! 
Jesus told us that one cannot serve two masters: either one must serve God or serve 
riches. Riches are not bad in themselves, but slavery to wealth ï this, is wickedness. 
When in our parishes, in our communities, in our institutions we find people who 
say they are Christians and want to be Christian but are sad, something is wrong 
there. And we must help them to find Jesus, to take away that sadness, so that they 
may rejoice in the gospel, can have this joy which is truly of the Gospel.  

Most of us know that having faith is more about confidence and trust in the Lord than 
it is about theological understanding or assent to truths. The biggest barrier to our 
more complete following of our Lord in faith is fear. This is a wonderful week to ask 
our Lord to heal us so that we can not be afraid and just have faith in him as we place 
our faith in his calming presence. 
 
We can begin each day, sitting or standing at the edge of our bed and, in 30 seconds, 
simply name our desire. ñLord, thank you for this day. Please heal my fears. I want to 
place my trust in you more completely. Be with me in the tough stuff today.ò When we 
are in the shower or while getting dressed, as we are heading to work or doing laun-
dry, when we are walking down a hall to a meeting or even at a store shopping, we 
can expand on our prayer - again, briefly and in a friend to friend conversation with 
our Lord. ñDear Lord, I'm going to be facing several things today that feel like storms 
at sea. Don't let me lose sight of your presence with me today. Give me courage and 
an inner peace to do what you call me to do.ò 
 
The phrases from Matthew's Gospel can work their way into our week so easily in this 
context. Lord, let me know your love and mercy, that I might treat those I'm now judg-
ing with more of the love and mercy you show me.” ñLord, it feels like you are inviting 
me to take a narrower path today than the one I usually take, following the way every-
one around me goes. Help me choose your way with greater freedom and peace.ò 
There is a real and sustaining joy that accompanies this sense of intimacy with our 
Lord, in the midst of our daily, busy lives. It seems right to take a few moments each 
night to express our thanks to the Lord for the gifts of the day.

Fortnight for Freedom òWitnesses to Freedomó Tour 
of the Relics of St. Thomas More and St. John Fisher 
Relics of St. Thomas More and St. John Fisher, two 16th-
century martyrs who exemplified courage and conviction in 
the face of persecution, are coming to the Cathedral of Our 
Lady of the Angels (555 W. Temple St.) on July 1-2. St. 
Thomas More and St. John Fisher, prominent Englishmen who 
stood against King Henry VIIIôs attempted supremacy over the 
Catholic Church, accepted martyrdom instead of abandoning 
their faith. As our country continues to face increasing threats 
to religious liberty, St. Thomas More and St. John Fisher, both 
16th century Englishmen, are excellent examples of the cour-
age to live the Catholic faith in the face of persecution. Los 
Angeles is the last stop of the national tour during Fortnight for 
Freedom, a special time of the year when dioceses nationwide 
highlight the importance of defending religious freedom. Arch-
bishop Jos® H. Gomez will welcome the relics by celebrating 
Mass on Friday, July 1, at 12:10 p.m. followed by a presenta-
tion from the curator from 12:50 p.m. to 2 p.m.
