Happy Fathers Day to you all! Congratulations! A beautiful day! This 
is a great day to remember our fathers and grandfathers and a great 
day to celebrate the beautiful reality of fatherhood in Godôs vision for 
our world and our life. Our readings today from Sacred Scriptures 
tells us two beautiful stories about sinners who find mercy and recon-
ciliation with God. The beautiful, I will say, spiritual healing ministry 
of our Lord Jesus Christ. And the Church today wants us, each one of 
us, to see ourselves in these stories. This is the ñgood newsò ð that 
we can turn to God and have forgiveness of our sins through Godôs 

tender mercy. God really knows the secrets of the human heart. It doesnôt matter if we are 
the great King of Israel or each one of us an ordinary person in Los Angeles. God created 
us and he loves us personally. He wants happiness for each one of us. And he knows the 
good things that we do, the good intentions that we have in our hearts. But God also knows 
that we are human, that we are all sinners. The mercy of God is always available to us, es-
pecially in the Sacrament of Reconciliation. In this Sacrament, beautiful Sacrament of Rec-
onciliation we have a chance because confession is always a true encounter with God our 
Father in his mercy.  It is true that we can get worried about our own weaknesses. But today 
we reflect in the beauty of the mercy of God. Letôs ask for the grace to never get frustrated 
by our failings, by the fact that we keep doing the same things wrong all the time. God 
knows our weakness. We have to go back to him in love. He will always be moved by our 
repentance ð by our desire to do better; by our desire to grow in holiness and love.  

There is nothing like the Sermon on the Mount to help us hear the message of Jesus, and 
to let ourselves be addressed by those words. All of us can ask for these graces with real 
specificity, that is, with real people and real daily circumstances in mind. We know with 
whom we need to ñturn the other cheekò and to love more. We know the circumstances in 
which we are tempted to ñbe religiousò in the right circumstances only. Upon reflection, 
each of us can take the time to ñlocateò our hearts, by discovering what we tend to 
ñtreasure.ò We can do a simple check on ourselves: we make a list of the five most im-
portant things in my life. Then we can make a list of the five things I spend most of my 
time on. Comparing the lists will help us get concrete about asking the Lord for the grace 
we need to put our lives back in balance. All of us can name what we worry about. And so 
we can all ask for the graces to ñseek firstò the Kingdom of God 
 
All of this reflection can happen throughout the week in the background of our daily life, 
if we get into the habit of focusing for a few moments each morning. If we take just 30 
seconds, at the edge of our bed each morning, it will begin to establish a habit of living 
more reflectively. 
 
Thank you for this day, Lord. Help me to be focused today on not getting so hooked by 
Pat's ways or Chris' harsh words. I need your grace to place my trust in you. Help me 
especially before I have to talk with Pat on the phone and let me stay focused before Chris 
comes home from work. 
 
Our version of a brief moment with the Lord - friend to friend - can be repeated and made 
more specific, while we are going about our day. Some days, we might have 20 such mo-
ments of prayerful conversation with our Lord - guided by the Word, the desires that are 
surfacing, and the events of our daily lives. And, each night, we can give thanks for this 
deeper relationship with the Lord that is developing in my heart.

Fortnight for Freedom òWitnesses to Freedomó Tour 
of the Relics of St. Thomas More and St. John Fisher 
Relics of St. Thomas More and St. John Fisher, two 16th-
century martyrs who exemplified courage and conviction in 
the face of persecution, are coming to the Cathedral of Our 
Lady of the Angels (555 W. Temple St.) on July 1-2. St. 
Thomas More and St. John Fisher, prominent Englishmen who 
stood against King Henry VIIIôs attempted supremacy over the 
Catholic Church, accepted martyrdom instead of abandoning 
their faith. As our country continues to face increasing threats 
to religious liberty, St. Thomas More and St. John Fisher, both 
16th century Englishmen, are excellent examples of the cour-
age to live the Catholic faith in the face of persecution. Los 
Angeles is the last stop of the national tour during Fortnight for 
Freedom, a special time of the year when dioceses nationwide 
highlight the importance of defending religious freedom. Arch-
bishop Jos® H. Gomez will welcome the relics by celebrating 
Mass on Friday, July 1, at 12:10 p.m. followed by a presenta-
tion from the curator from 12:50 p.m. to 2 p.m. On Saturday, 
July 2, the relics will remain in a chapel at the Cathedral for 
veneration from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. For more information, please 
call 213-680-5200 or visit archla.org/fortnight4freedom.
